Dear Parents and Friends of Roncalli,  

 

I usually use this space to write about whatever is on my 

mind.  Today for a number of reasons this is what occu-

pies me. I hope you will indulge me.  What I said when 

this was first published in 2005 is even more meaningful 

to me today.  

 

I spoke to an extraordinary man the other day.  Youôve 

never heard of him or met him and itôs very unlikely you 

ever will.  Heôs only extraordinary to me.  I marvel some-

times at what he has accomplished in his 87 years on the 

planet.  By the time he was my age he had survived the 

western worldôs worst depression, fought a world war, 

raised ten children on a mechanicôs salary, and never 

thought himself hard pressed.  He loved the same amaz-

ing woman for 53 years.  He is my father.  

 

He is not an easy man to understand.  The conversations 

these days tend to focus on the mundane, his health, and 

who passed away.  Heôll tell me all about his latest senior 

citizen excursion, or what he had for breakfast, or what 

the grandchildren did to amuse him.  All have equal 

weight.  The calls are short because the cost of long dis-

tance has been ingrained in him for decades and he...hates 

to take up too much of my nickel.  As soon as he says that 

I know weôre just about done.   

 

Now if I asked him what he thought he has accomplished 

I think he would be dumfounded.  I doubt he thinks heôs 

accomplished much at all.  He might say he worked hard 

because youôre supposed to work hard.  Heôd say he did 

the best he could to be a good father and husband, again 

youôre supposed to.  Heôs always been big about what you 

are ñsupposedò to do.  Let me give you an example.  

 

It was just before Thanksgiving.  Dad always ushered the 

6:00 a.m. Mass on Sundays.  Mom took the rest of the 

brood to 7:30 a.m. Mass.  If you were willing to get up 

and go with Dad you got to sit in the last pew reserved for 

the ushers.  I loved that pew.  I was only 7 or 8 years old.  

From there the old cathedral was a mystical place.  The 

stained glass was still dark in the early morning, the can-

dles and organ music seemed mysterious, and the Latin 

pretty and at the same time eerie-sounding to a young ear.  

The same crowd assembled each Sunday morning.  There 

were too few to call them a congregation.  The 

Clementine sisters sat in ñtheirò pew, a few nurses from 

the hospital sat together as did the nuns from the local 

convent.  Scattered about were workers, widows and wid-

owers, and a few down and outers, all escorted to their 

seats by my Dad and Mr. Witcik, who wore a bright bow 

tie and looked like Woodrow Wilson .  My uncle Wally, 

Dadôs youngest brother, had been ordained a few years 

earlier and had recently been assigned to our parish.  That 

certainly elevated my social standing in the second grade.  

After all, within the confine of our home and the home 

only I could call him Father Wally.  To address a priest by 

his first name seemed a special privilege indeed.  

 

Well this particular morning Father Wally emerged from 

the sacristy, vested, with the old barretta atop his head to 

begin the liturgy.  There were no altar boys.  Now in 

those days it wasnôt uncommon for a single server to suf-

fice but to have none was shocking even to me.  My Dad 

left the back pew and walked quickly down the side aisle 

and disappeared into the sacristy.  A few minutes later he 

was kneeling next to his younger brother at the foot of the 

high altar.  Cassocks and surplices were made for young 

boys in those days.  He looked oddly out of place in his 

red flannel shirt.  But I was mesmerized.  There was my 

Dad being a server.  A servant.  And for his younger 

brother no less.  He was kneeling, bowing, helping, pray-

ing.  I didnôt know exactly what I was seeing, but I knew 

even then that this was important - TO HIM.  Over the 

years it has remained important to me.   

 

In that 40 minute ritual I now see the summation of 87 

years.  My father has always been a servant, a server.  

That is the very definition of an extraordinary life.  I have 

been blessed to have been a part of it.  I have hundreds of 

holiday memories.  None as simple and as powerful to me 

as this one.  Thanksgiving is meant to be a time for us to 

humble ourselves before the bounty of God.  My father  
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taught me that on a Sunday morning in a red flannel shirt.  

I have never told him what that day has come to mean.  He 

has never spoken of it and I have no idea if he even recalls 

it happening.  No matter.  It was the greatest holiday gift 

he ever gave me.  Thanks Dad.

Financial Aid for College: Students applying for financial 

aid need to file a Free Application for Federal Student Aid 

(FAFSA). Paper forms were not sent out this year so if 

you want to use the paper application you will need to ob-

tain one from the website. It is highly recommended that 

you complete this on-line at www.fafsa.ed.gov since there 

is a check and balance system in place. There are FAFSA 

on the web worksheets available to assist you. Before fil-

ing this form, both student and parent will need to obtain a 

pin number at www.pin.ed.gov. If parents already have a 

pin number from a previous student, they do not need to 

obtain a new number. Check deadlines at the financial aid 

office at your college.  

 

Seniors Admitted to College 

Senioritis: This is the time of year when senioritis sets in. 

Youôve already been admitted to college and this causes 

some students to slack off a bit 2nd semester. Just remem-

ber that the admittance letter you received from your col-

lege states that your admission is contingent on you con-

tinuing to do as well as you had the past 3 years. Every 

year colleges have rescinded admissions to students who 

let their 2nd semester senior year slide.  

 

Remember to pay strict attention to housing deposits and 

deadlines. Each college has their own regulations regard-

ing housing. Please sign up on time to ensure your spot. 

 

Scholarships: There are new scholarships coming in on a 

regular basis. Seniors should check the scholarship board 

or look on our website for updates. 

 

ACT: It is highly recommended that juniors take the ACT 

in the spring of their junior year.

When registering, you will be asked to sign up for the 

ACT assessment or the ACT assessment plus writing. At 

this time, U.W. Madison and Marquette are the only 2 

schools in Wisconsin that require the writing portion. If 

you have any questions about whether or not to take the 

optional writing portion, please see Mrs. Nickels or check 

the ACT website at www.actstudent.org. You can also 

register on this website or pick up at registration packet in 

the guidance office. Students who register on-line will 

create an ACT account which will allow students to view 

their scores after the test at no additional charge. It is rec-

ommended that students select colleges to have their 

scores sent to when they register for the ACT to avoid 

paying an extra fee later.  

 

ACT Prep Class 

We are offering an ACT prep class again this year. This 

class will be taught by Roncalli teachers and will be open 

to any member of the junior class. The first day of class is 

tentatively set for Saturday, February 20, from 8:30 a.m.ï

12:00 p.m. with all students taking the practice test. There 

will then be four 2 ï hour sessions in the weeks following 

the practice test focusing on the different sections of the 

ACT: English, math, science reasoning, and reading com-

prehension. The cost for the class will be $45.00. If this is 

a financial burden for anyone, please let me know so we 

can make other arrangements. We will need at least 20 

participants to offer this class. More information will be 

sent to juniors and their parents including how to sign up 

for the class. 

 

Registration for next yearsô classes:  We will begin class 

registration for next year at the beginning of February. 

Juniors will have individual meetings with Mrs. Nickels 

and freshmen and sophomores will meet in classes to reg-

February reminds us to consider matters of the heart, and 

emotional heartbreaks aside, what is REAL chest pain? 

Chest pain is any discomfort between your abdomen and 

neck. The discomfort may stay in your chest, or move to 

other places, such as shoulder or back. It may feel like 

tightness, burning, or pressure, and can be sharp or dull, 

mild or severe. You may have other symptoms with chest 

pain, such as nausea or vomiting.  

 

There are many things that can cause chest pain. Also, 

certain things may trigger chest pain to start, such as eat-

ing a spicy meal. Chest pain may even come and go for 

no reason. Some chest pain may return often and be both-

ersome to you, but it may not be dangerous. However, 

some chest pain may be a serious health condition. You 

may not know what is causing your chest pain until you 

are checked by a physician.  

 

Causes of chest pain can be problems with circulation, 

nerves or muscles, cardiac, lung, digestive or even anxiety 

or depression. Since chest pain may be from a very seri-

ous condition or the start of a heart attack, it is imperative 

to seek medical help to find the source of the problem.  

 

Angina is chest pain, tightness, or discomfort that comes 

and goes. It is your heartôs way of telling you that it is not 

getting enough oxygen. Angina can be relieved with rest, 

oxygen, or special medicine. Angina does not cause the 

heart muscle to die, however it can be a warning sign that 

you are at risk for a heart attack.  

 

During a heart attack, blood vessels that supply blood to 

the heart muscle, called coronary arteries, become too 

narrow, completely blocked or spasm. Your heart needs a 

constant supply of oxygen-rich blood to do its work for 

your body. If the muscle goes too long without oxygen, it 

starts to die. 

 

Be aware of the symptoms of a heart attack: 

¶ Discomfort or band of pressure around the chest 

¶ Aching, burning, tightness, squeezing anywhere in 

the upper body, back, shoulder blades, chest, one or 

both arms, neck or jaw 

¶ Indigestion, fullness, heaviness, choking 

¶ Sweating, nausea 

¶ Dizziness, shortness of breath 

¶ Fast heartbeat 

¶ Women may have less pain, but more nausea or 

weakness 

 

 

 

Not all these signs occur in a heart attack. But they last 

longer than a few minutes, get help right away. Call 911 

immediately; the longer you wait, the more damage to 

your heart there may be.
